National News:  

NAEP Journal moving to DePaul University, new editors 
are IAEP Board Members  
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Recognition of EPA’s mid-Atlantic re-
gion at a May 21, 2008 awards cere-
mony for contributions to environ-
mentally responsible health care has 
highlighted an emerging field of envi-
ronmental management. EPA Region 
3 received an Environmental Excel-
lence award at CleanMed 2008, a con-
ference centered on reducing the im-
pact of medical and housekeeping 
activities to the environment both 
inside and outside of health care fa-
cilities. To find solutions, the Region 
began working with providers, manu-
facturers, and others in 2005. 

Probably the greatest concern posed 

by health care is the introduction of 
pharmaceuticals into the environ-
ment. Other problems include the use 
of persistent, bioaccumulative, and 
toxic materials, such as mercury, in 
clinical instruments and laboratories. 
The potentially fragile health of pa-
tients has also prompted concern for 
less immediate dangers within health-
care facilities such as unhealthy com-
pounds found in common cleaning 
products, and the use of pesticides. 
 
Practice Greenhealth, an organization 
composed of leaders in environmen-
tally responsible healthcare, pre-
sented the Environmental Excellence 

Awards. The organization directly 
supports the efforts of healthcare 
providers to implement alternative 
practices by sharing knowledge, 
providing informal training, and 
serving as an information clearing-
house, among other ways. Practice 
Greenhealth’s web site provides 
guides for reducing mercury and 
regulated waste, purchasing elec-
tronics and other products that 
have fewer environmental implica-
tions, composting select wastes, 
managing pests with less pesticide 
application, “green cleaning”, and 
fluorescent light bulb recycling.

New Initiatives in Environmentally  
Responsible Health Care  
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IAEP 2008 Spring Wetlands Seminar Another Success! 

IAEP’s annual Spring Wetlands 
Seminar was held on June 4th at 
the Rosewood Restaurant in Rose-
wood, Illinois.  Leesa Beal, Chief, 
East Permits and Enforcement for 
the Regulatory Branch of the Army 
Corps of Engineers’ Chicago District 
gave a presentation on new mitiga-
tion rules announced earlier this 
year, and provided an update on 
the Rapanos ruling, and insight to 
the activities of the Chicago Dis-
trict’s Regulatory Branch for the 
upcoming year. Leesa (third from 
the right) is shown with IAEP board 
members and friends during the 
event. 
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Pulling fuel from thin air? A group 
at Los Alamos National Laboratory 
in New Mexico believes they can. 
The lab announced a concept for 
producing carbon-based fuels and 
organic chemicals using carbon di-
oxide from the atmosphere. The 
process, if successfully imple-
mented, would reduce dependence 
on imported oil and, unlike an ex-
pansion of biofuels as a fossil fuel 
alternative, would not demand 
farming resources which would oth-
erwise be dedicated to food produc-
tion. By employing atmospheric 
carbon dioxide to synthesize fuels, 
the process would remove an equal 
amount of carbon from the atmos-
phere as would be subsequently 
emitted through use of the fuel, 
thus offering an additional advan-
tage over petroleum-based fuels. 
The concept, which Los Alamos 
calls “Green Freedom”, was de-
scribed in some detail in a seven-
page public release the lab issued 
in November 2007. 
 
According to the concept, atmos-
pheric carbon dioxide would be ex-
tracted from the atmosphere and 
made available for synthesis of fu-
els and chemicals using a new elec-
trochemical technology. Around this 
core technology, the Los Alamos 
researchers have developed a 

broader concept for large-scale pro-
duction of the fuel with existing 
infrastructure, employing nuclear 
energy to provide the significant 
energy input needed to run the 
process, and established gasoline 
and methanol synthesis methods to 
make the end-products. Products 
that have been specifically evalu-
ated include synthetic gasoline and 
methanol. Nuclear energy was se-
lected as the power generation 
source on the basis of its low capi-
tal costs relative to other “carbon 
neutral” energy sources such as 
wind or solar energy. Due to the 
energy input required, the concept 
does not offer an energy use sav-
ings, only a practical plan for mak-
ing existing transportation infra-
structure carbon neutral. 
 
The Los Alamos researchers have 
also evaluated the economics of the 
concept. Using current, proven 
technology only, the process would 
deliver synthetic gasoline at the 
pump for about $4.60 per gallon, 
still slightly higher than current 
prices but potentially lower than 
near-future ones. The researchers 
also identified several technological 
advances that might reduce the 
synthetic gasoline’s price signifi-
cantly.

supplier that would provide electricity generated from 100% renewable sources. 
 
John notes that several of the environmental measures he has implemented or assessed for future use at his firm’s offices offer a 
cost savings and other advantages in addition to a reduced environmental impact. “Perhaps not all of you can do what Gabriel 
can. But as professionals in this business I believe it is critical that we lead by example - and by our words - and by our deeds.” 

John Polich of Gabriel Environmental 
Services in Chicago, Illinois believes 
that when it comes to environmental 
stewardship in the professions, environ-
mental professionals should lead by 
example. To that end, Gabriel has im-
plemented the following at their Chi-
cago offices: 
 
Recycling of roof rainwater: Two 
tanks hold up to 15,000 gallons of rain-
water from the roofs which would oth-
erwise be channeled to traditional 
storm sewers.  

 
Recycling of office waste: Gabriel 
currently recycles about 60% of all pa-
per, plastic, and glass materials that 
enter their facility. The firm realized a 
cost savings by switching to a greener 
waste disposal company. 
 
Increased resource use efficiency 
by employees: Staff are provided with 
free reusable water bottles and several 
purified water sources. Computers spe-
cial energy-efficient power strips, and 
most are programmed to turn off auto-
matically at 6 pm. 
 
Gabriel plans to make a number of ad-
ditional improvements, such as the in-
stallation of solar panels to generate 
electricity and heat for the building, and 
replacement of traditional vehicles with 
hybrids or other fuel-efficient options. 
The firm is also evaluating the possibil-
ity of utilizing an alternative power
